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An Informal Talk with Dr. Binayak Sen

Dr. Binayak Sen was invited to have an informal talk at the Brahmo Sammilan Samaj on Sunday, July
10, 2011.

Sm. Sunanda Das. President of the Samaj welcomed Dr. Binayak Sen with a boguet of flowers.

5ri Prosad Ranjan Roy, Vice-President of the Samaj initiated the discourse with a brief life-sketch of
Dr. Binayak Sen, son of late D, P. Sen (ex-vice-president of Brahmo Sammilan Samaj) and Sm Anasua Sen
(an noted exponent of Brahmo Sangeet). Dr. Binayak Sen is alumni of Calcutta Boy's School, Kolkata and
Christian Medical Collage, Vellore. Sri Roy also mentioned, the distinguished human right activities
have already bagged — (1) the Paul Hirrison Award in 2004 for a life time service to the rural poor by the
Christian Medical Collage, Vellore, (2) the R. R. Keithan Gold Medal by the Indian Academy of Social
Sciences (ISSA) on 31 December 2007 for “his outstanding contribution to the advancement of science of
Nature -Man-Society and his honest and sincere application for the improvement of quality of life of the
poor, the downtrodden and the oppressed people of Chattisgarh”, (3) the Jonathan Mann Award for Global
Health and Human Rights in 2008 — "Dr. Sen's accomplishments speak volumes about what can be
achieved in very poor areas when health practioners are also committed community leaders. He staffed a
hospital created by and funded by impoverished mine workers and he has spent his lifetime educating
people about health practises and civil liberties - providing information that has saved lives and improved
conditions for thousands of people. His good works need to be recognized as a major contribution to India
and to global health, they are certainly not a threat to state security”, — (4) the Gwangju Prize (from South
Koria) for Human Rights 2011 - "Dr. Sen, as an accomplished medical practitioner has distinguished
himself by his devotion to providing health services for the poor and by his strong advocacy against
human rights violations and structural violence inflicted on the poor in Chattisgarh, a state in central
India." Sri Roy very aptly remarked that Dr. Sen's achievements is the true example of "Universal Brotherhood
- of mankind" — the motto Raja Rammohan Roy dreamt in forming Brahmo Samaj.

Dr. Sen started his talk thanking the Samaj for inviting him and very modestly said " as I am amongst
the parents, relatives and friends, I do not have anything to say about myself”. He said his works amongst
the down-trodden started when a natural calamity made them homeless. The activities started for providing
medical-aids, fresh waters and giving shelters. Dr. Sen stressed on the Social Inequality that is persisting
